Covid 19 16-19 Tuition Fund 2020/21

Additional funding for one-year for schools, colleges and other 16 to 19 providers to mitigate the disruption to learning arising from
coronavirus (COVID-19).

The 16 to 19 tuition fund is £96 million of one-off funding for the 2020 to 2021 academic year only. It is ring fenced funding for schools,
colleges and all other 16 to 19 providers to mitigate the disruption to learning arising from coronavirus (COVID-19).

The funding is being provided to support small group tuition for 16 to 19 students in English, maths, and other courses where learning
has been disrupted. For example, vocational courses where assessment has been deferred because of lockdown. Although the actual
tuition does not need to be for GCSE English or maths, the students supported all need to be those who had not achieved grade 5 or
above in at least one of those subjects at this level by age 16. All supported students must be on a 16 to 19 study programme.

Providers should prioritise support for students who have not achieved a grade 4 in English and/or maths. However, further to those
students, if providers have funding available within their allocations they should consider whether any young people with a grade 4 also
need catch up support. Providers should prioritise students that will benefit most from small group tuition, based on the criteria above.
Providers should also have regard to the needs of students with special educational needs and disabilities (SEND), particularly where
they have experienced additional disruption to learning as a result of their specific needs and disabilities.

Summary of guidance

e The funding must be spent on small group tuition (suggested groups of 1 to 3 but no more than 5)

« Funding must be spent on those students who did not achieve 5 or above in English and/or Maths at GCSE but prioritising those
with below a 4.

« Though tuition has to be for this group of students it doesn't have to be in these subjects it could be in other areas the students are
studying.

« The tuition has to be in addition to the current teaching that is in place and can't be used to pay for current teaching.

In terms of disruption the key areas that we have prioritised as needing additional tuition due to Covid 19 are:

GCSE Mathematics re-take students. This is because this subject is not based upon coursework assessment as the majority of our other
Post 16 courses are and students have been impacted by a substantial loss of learning time since March 2020 and have been identified
as having gaps in their knowledge due to lost learning time.

The other area severely impacted is BTEC Level 3 Performing Arts where students have been unable to take part in practical sessions in
the same way that they would before social distancing/Covid health and safety strategies were in place and have therefore not received
the same level of training or made the amount of progress that would be expected.
